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Canada’s New AnƟ‐Spam LegislaƟon 
Takes Effect July 1 

 

On July 1, 2014, new federal legislaƟon known as Canada’s AnƟ‐Spam    
LegislaƟon, or CASL, becomes law.  Despite the name, CASL deals with 
much more than spam. The purpose of CASL is to ensure that the privacy 
and security of every Canadian is respected in electronic communicaƟons.   
 

CASL defines a commercial electronic message (CEM) as any form of     
electronic message used to solicit someone’s business. The definiƟon is 
broad, as the legislaƟon says any conduct in electronic form of a            
commercial character can be a CEM.  
 

If you wish to send CEMs to anyone in or outside of Canada, you need to 
obtain posiƟve consent from that person before you send the message. 
You cannot send a CEM with the opƟon for a person to opt out of receiving 
future messages.  And, aŌer July 1, 2014, you cannot send a person an 
email or other electronic message asking them to accept future CEMs    
because that email or electronic message is itself a prohibited CEM. 
  
To comply with CASL, the following requirements for sending a CEM must 
be met:  
 Consent 
 IdenƟfy the sender, their company, address, phone number and       

e‐mail 
 Include an unsubscribe mechanism that is clearly and prominently 

set out 
 The unsubscribe acƟon must occur within 10 days of the request 

 

The Canadian Radio‐television and TelecommunicaƟons Commission 
(CRTC), the federal CompeƟƟon Bureau and the federal Privacy              
Commissioner will be working cooperaƟvely to enforce CASL.
